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Evaluation Priority Areas

The following areas of focus for the evaluation were identified based on stakeholder consultations about the evaluation scope, held in Port Moresby during 10-14 May 2010. The Evaluation Team will use these as a basis for determining the evaluation questions.
To what extent and in what ways has the Australian aid program’s contribution to the HIV response been effective in achieving its objectives?

Major areas of focus related to effectiveness are:

· AusAID’s support to civil society organisations’ capacity to contribute to the response
· AusAID’s support to increased involvement of people living with HIV and AIDS in the response

· AusAID’s support to an integrated gendered approach in the response

· Use and sharing of knowledge/evidence to influence policy and planning

· AusAID’s support to capacity development of NACS to lead the response

· AusAID’s support to integration and leadership of the HIV response across national and provincial governments
· AusAID’s overall contribution to the response

To what extent are Australian aid program priorities for its contribution to the HIV response relevant for the PNG context and why?

Major areas of focus related to relevance are:

· Relevance of AusAID’s priorities and approaches in the changing context of the epidemic

· Geographic focus of the program

· AusAID’s approach to prevention of HIV

· AusAID’s approach - integrated versus vertical approach to HIV

· Impact of AusAID’s approach on government ownership (in the context of a one-donor dominated response)

· AusAID’s approach to supporting PNG non-state actors ownership of the response
Is the Australian aid program’s contribution to the HIV response managed and implemented efficiently?

Major areas of focus related to efficiency are:

· PNG-Australia HIV and AID Program management model (pros and cons, appropriateness to goals)

· AusAID’s HIV mainstreaming approaches

· How AusAID’s works and engages with its partners
· AusAID’s resources (where are they going, how well are they being utilised)
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
